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Introductory notes: 

The Traditional Institutional set-up in the CHT centered around the position of the Circle Chief plays a very important role in the areas of land and revenue administration, environmental preservation and custodianship of the traditional customary system of the region’s indigenous inhabitants. The annual Punnyah ceremony is an important occasion in maintaining the continuity of the above roles.

The Punnyah ceremony is organized every year wherein the Circle Chief receives annual taxes and various rates from the Headmen and the Karbaris. The ceremony is also the occasion where the Chief makes an audience with the traditional representatives and peoples of the Circle. 

Of the three Circles – the Chakma, Mong and Bohmong – in the CHT, it is only in the Bohmong circle that the Punnyah has been being observed without interruption since it was first held in the late 19th century. This year, it was held for three days on the 17, 18 and 19 February where CHTDF, UNDP was invited to participate.

While the initiative of the UNDP for the Chittagong Hill Tracts has received tremendous response from the peoples of the region, the invitation to the Punnyah provided another very good opportunity to further strengthen this good will and create confidence among the people and the traditional leadership on the UNDP initiative.

The above schedule provides only the details of the specific time slot that was given to UNDP for meeting with the Traditional Leaders who came to attend the Punnyah. This was preceded with the ceremonial inauguration of the Punnyah on the previous day, attended by the Honourable Deputy Minister, Ministry of CHT Affairs as Chief Guest and government and other dignitaries of Bandarban district.

Objectives of the Workshop;

I. To discuss with Traditional Leaders about the ways their potentials can be realized and how best they can play their respective roles for the development of the CHT. 

II. To inform the Traditional Leaders about UNDP’s intervention in the region and to receive their comments/feedback to make it more responsive to the needs of the CHT peoples. 

Organization of the Workshop

The workshop participants consisted of more than 500 Traditional Leaders of the Bohmong Circle (See the detail list in Annex-1)
After the registration of the participants and brief welcome speeches by the representative of the Bohmong Circle Chief and the Director, CHTDF, UNDP; the workshop was followed with a brief PowerPoint presentation in Bangla on the UNDP’s initiative during the pilot phase. This was further followed with an open discussion session on UNDP’s intervention in the CHT. 

During the registration, the participants were also provided with a short hand-out (in Bangla) on UNDP’s initiative for the pilot phase (Attached in Annex-2). 

Subsequently, working groups were formed and discussion was held in six different groups with 20 participants in each group. The participants were selected on the basis of 15 participants from each of the 8 Upazilas under the Bohmong circle with the selection being ensured by the Traditional Leaders themselves. The 15 participants from each Upazila included all the Headmen from the Upazila and the remaining places were filled up by the Karbaris. While selecting the participants, inclusiveness and non-discrimination were taken as the primary criteria in order to include participants from all ethnic groups and gender.

For the group discussions, a set of four questions in Bangla was given to the participants based on which the discussions were held. The questions were; 

I. What are the main problems/needs of the Traditional Leadership?

II. For the solution of the problems/needs and for the development of their skills, what kind of assistance/support do they need?

· Karbari

· Headmen

· Circle Chief

III. What kind of role(s) can the Traditional Leaders play for the promotion of Development and Confidence Building among the peoples of the Chittagong Hill Tracts?

IV. For carrying out the above role(s) properly, what kind of supports/helps do they need?

The above are the translations of the original Bangla questions which are provided in Annex – 3.

Side by side with the group discussions, the open discussion continued with the remaining participants who could not be included (because of lack of space) in the group discussions. 

Findings of the Group Discussions:

The following is a resumé of the comments received from the six groups. The comments have been recorded as they were made by the participating traditional leaders;

1. Major Problems faced by Traditional Leaders: 

· No/very little written document/information on customary laws

· Lack of meaningful co-operation between traditional institutional set-up and government administrative system

· Lack of office space, relevant manpower and logistic support facilities

· No or very little scope for traditional leaders to be involved in development activities

· Insufficient honorarium and lack of fund 

· Many of the traditional leaders do not have clear knowledge about customary laws and the 1900 Regulation

· Non-implementation of the 1900 Regulation

· Problem of area demarcation of the mouzas

· Land tax is negligible and as such acute shortage of fund

· Insufficient fund allocation from the government

· Many traditional leaders lack necessary technical skills

· Lack of awareness and knowledge among the traditional leaders about their roles and responsibilities

· Traditional leaders do not have power and authority to collect taxes pertaining to C grade (class 3) land

· Land related problems

· Problem of implementation of the customary law

· Traditional leaders are not duly recognized, rather they are neglected

· Absence of provisions for evaluation of activities of the traditional leaders

3. Roles that the Traditional Leaders could play for the promotion of development and confidence building in the CHT

· Awareness generation and opinion mobilization

· Ensuring involvement of and dissemination of information to the communities regarding all development activities

· Ensuring fair judgment and treatment of all community related cases

· Settlement of social, community disputes

· Over all cooperation in development activities

· Provide leadership roles in organizing the communities

· Keeping people away from all harmful and anti social activities

· Ensuring maintenance of peace and harmony among all communities 

· Playing the role of advisor in development activities

4. Support/help required for carrying out the above roles effectively

· Necessary training/skill development initiatives

· To orient the government about the roles and responsibilities of the traditional leaders and to make them acceptable to government officials

· Ensuring all sorts of cooperation from the government/administration

· Creation of opportunity for participation and contribution (based on respective capacity) in development activities

· Allocation of special fund for their skill development

· Ensuring proper accountability and transparency

· Financial and technical assistance (training) for undertaking development activities

· Support for necessary infra-structural and logistics facilities (including information and communication technology)
· Various awareness generation activities 
Key Points to Note and for Further Follow-up

Although, in most cases the Traditional Leaders are not very closely involved in development initiatives at present, considering their intimate knowledge of and proximity with the grassroots communities, they can potentially play a tremendous role in ensuring optimum results of any such development initiatives. The spontaneous and enthusiastic participation of such an important number of Traditional Leaders in the workshop is indicative of their willingness to be involved and to play a constructive role for the development of the CHT and its peoples. The call of the Honourable Deputy Minister and the Bohmong Chief to all the Traditional Leaders during the inaugural session of the Punnyah on the first day of the ceremony (17 February) to transform themselves into “Development Leaders” is reflective of the tremendous willingness of the Traditional Leaders to play such a role.

Based on this spirit of the Traditional Leaders and on the light of the comments received during the workshop, UNDP may think of incorporating the following in the implementation strategy of its initiative;

i. To ensure the participation of the Traditional Leaders in the planning, implementation and monitoring of its initiative for empowering the CHT communities;

ii. To formulate and incorporate specific initiatives in its program for the skill building and leadership development of the Traditional Leaders

iii. To provide requisite support and facilitation for the Advocacy & Lobbying capacity building of the Traditional Leaders

iv. To facilitate measures/initiative that ensure systematic and regular consultations of the Traditional Leaders in various areas relevant to development

v. To promote the involvement of the Traditional Leaders in various government and donor fora.

vi. To provide support for relevant infrastructural and logistics facilities, including information and communication technology
